Meeting on Monday, November 2, 2009

There are some items left over from the Olde Tyme Fair in the nursery. Mary will get them out and replenish the diminished snack supply.

November 22nd - Nicole and Linda will both be gone. Denise and Mary will give the kids snack and run a longer Children’s Choir rehearsal during Jr. Church time. The kids sing that Sunday and will collect Hoppie’s Coins for Kids that day. This is also the day our food drive begins for the year (Let’s Do It Again in 2010). Pastor Richelle would like everyone to bring their items up during the service to great the “giving pile” on the alter area. This food will be used to begin the count for the food drive.

November 29th - This is the Hanging of the Greens Sunday and the first Sunday of Advent. There will be NO Jr. Church, Children’s Choir rehearsal, or Sunday School that day so the kids can participate in the service and the dish to pass luncheon. After the luncheon the kids will help put ornaments of the trees in the fellowship hall and then will go to their Sunday School classrooms with their teachers to decorate their classrooms. Teacher are asked to prepare decorations or have supplies available for kids to make decorations for their classrooms on that day.

Pastor Richelle has asked if the Sunday School classes will take turns lighting the advent wreath candles during the worship services. The schedule is as follows: November 29th - 2-4 year old class, December 6th - K-2nd grade class, December 13th - 3rd-4th grade class, and December 20th - 5th -6th grade class. A teen from the youth class will be asked to assist with each Sunday with readings or lighting the candles.

Youth are having their coat drive on Saturday, November 7th. The Christmas sleepover is planned for Friday, December 18th - Saturday, December 19th with a mission project of either ringing bells for Salvation Army or wrapping presents for the Christmas Elf families.

“Veggie Tale Family Night” - we purchased the video discussed at the last meeting. We will be having a dish to pass on Friday, December 11th at 5:00 pm and the video for the kids along with activities will follow 6:00-7:30. While the kids are watching the movie, moms and dads and other older church members are asked to bring their nativity scene from home and have a discussion about the different sets, their origin, and how they came to be part of each family’s celebration.

Children’s Bulletins are in and new crayon pouches have been purchased.

We will not be doing the Christmas Card postage fundraiser this year. Our Christmas cookie walk is scheduled for Sunday, December 13th. Mary will make the sign up poster, Linda will call and remind people, and we will ask Chris Bonilla and Heather Hayden to man the table again.

Denise will look into an Auburn United Methodist Church Christmas tree ornament we can order and sell. T-shirts with the church’s name is also a suggested fundraiser perhaps for the spring.

Mary will write a letter to all families explaining the November and December schedules because we have so much going on that parents need to know about.
