Meeting October 5, 2009

Missy brought a concern for the safety of the smaller children in the nursery because we are averaging 14-17 kids per Sunday and there is an even split between 4 year olds and toddlers. The committee decided after the kids have all had snack and their prepared activities (about 11:00) to have the adult volunteer take all the kids who will be attending Sunday School across the hall. Missy will monitor both room (the teen being with the toddlers as Missy travels back and forth as necessary). If for some reason the teen does not show up on a Sunday, this arrangement can not be attempted.

Registration forms are coming in slowly. All forms that have come in have been copied and are in all the necessary locations for each child.

Youth handed our Halloween flyers to neighborhood yesterday. Youth ministry team will be meeting soon to discuss how to get kids attendance more regular. Coat drive runs until November 7th. 

Saturday, October 17th - Trick or Treat for UNICEF and Halloween Party. We have all the UNICEF boxes we need. We will meet at 4:00 to set up and the kids leave to collect for UNICEF at 5:00. The party starts when they return and runs until approximately 7:30. We have decorations let over from last year, but if anyone wants to bring more they can. Face Painting will be Jesscia. Nicole is getting materials for pumpkin crafts and temporary tattoos, Denise is getting paper products and lights for the giant spider web. Chris is getting material to make the giant spider web. Anna is getting stuff for the popcorn machine, whipped cream for the pie eating contest, chips, and a camera for pictures in front of the giant spider web. Mary is getting donuts for the donut eating contest, toilet paper (2 ply) for the mummy wrap, drinks, pizza, and the craft bags for kids to keep their treats in.
